A bird watcher’s
paradise, Seminole is home to bald eagles, osprey,
herons and more. It is also the natural habitat for the gray
fox, white-tailed deer, river otter, Florida black bear and of
course, the American alligator. In winter months, you can
see the endangered Florida manatee feeding on aquatic
vegetation in the St. Johns River. And for even more
exotic animals, visit the 116-acre Central Florida Zoo,
featuring the one-of-a-kind ZOOm Air Adventures.

Sports and Recreation — Whether your game is soccer,
softball, lacrosse, rugby, swimming, water skiing, tennis or
golf, you'll feel right at home in Seminole County — with
some of the nation’s foremost training facilities.

History, Culture and Heritage — History buffs are invited to
visit the historic districts of Sanford, Longwood and
Oviedo, as well as three museums dedicated to local
history. As you travel through the county, you can see
numerous other historical sites: Indian Shell Mounds that
mark original Native American settlements, churches built
by Swedish homesteaders and “The Senator” — the oldest
and largest bald cypress tree in the world standing more
than 138 feet high with a diameter of 17 1/2 feet.

Shop ‘til You Drop — From antiques shops and specialty
boutiques to America’s largest flea market and three
regional malls, Seminole County has some of the best
shopping in Florida.

Where to Stay — Seminole County offers more than 4,400
lodging units ranging from brand-new luxury hotels to
historic B&Bs.
