Student Museum www.visitseminole.com 
Seminole County School Museum is the fourth oldest school in continuous use in Florida, and the first high 
school in what was then Orange County. The Student Museum and Center for Social Studies is an 
interpretative center and teaching museum. 

 
Sanford Museum www.visitseminole.com 
In 1870 General Henry Shelton Sanford, former Minister to Belgium, purchased 12,535 acres of land and 
laid out his namesake community. General Sanford arranged for a colony of Swedes to settle the area, 
work an orange grove and experiment with fruits and flowers from all over the world. The first county fair 
was held in 1881 on land donated by General Sanford. The Sanford Museum allows one to step back in 
time and visit the family of General Sanford as well as get a glimpse of life in Seminole County in the late 
1800s. 

 
Bradlee-McIntyre House www.visitseminole.com 
The Bradlee-McIntyre House was built about 1885 and is the only surviving "cottage" in Orange and 
Seminole counties. It is typical of the flamboyant houses of the Victorian Period.
